Newsletter, “God’s Love in Action”. It has been edited for space.

“It’s been nearly a year since war in Ukraine has devastated a country and left millions fleeing violence. In
that time, your love has enveloped thousands of our neighbors in need. This is how you’ve made a difference.

o Essential health care services. Critical medical supplies and equipment have been provided as well as mo-
bile health clinics, training of health workers and mental health support for Ukrainians in need.

¢ Emergency shelter. Ukrainians who fled their homes are supported with emergency housing and hot meals.

Shelters were upgraded to prepare for the harsh winter and much-
needed quilts and kits were distributed.

o Empowering local partners. Ukrainian partners were supported,
strengthening their ability to drive the emergency response.

e Protecting vulnerable women and girls. Your generosity has ensured

these women and children have a safe place to turn and find support
when they need it.

o Water, sanitation and hygiene. Health facilities and basic sanitation

have improved in collective centers serving our Ukrainian neighbors.

¢ Cash assistance for Ukrainian refugees in Poland. A safety net for

those most in need is being provided through emergency cash funds for

families who fled to Poland.”
